Domestic tourism, including ethnic tourism, is gaining popularity in the
Russian tourism market, particularly in the Tula region. A review of Russian research-
ers' work over the past ten years has revealed the multifaceted nature of the concept of
“ethnic tourism.” An analysis of publications confirmed the growth trend of this seg-
ment in the Russian tourism market. The Tula region has significant potential for the
development of ethnic tourism, but this potential has not been fully realized: the sites
in this area have not been sufficiently studied and promoted, and there is no clear un-
derstanding of the preferences of potential consumers of this type of tourism product.
The paper presents a study aimed at identifying and analyzing existing ethnic tourism
facilities in the Tula region and determining the marketing profile of the target audi-
ence.
