The study of the regional specifics of the implementation of volunteer
activities is relevant for several reasons. Firstly, the analysis carried out in the article
made it possible to identify and consider the qualitative characteristics of the
volunteer movement in the Belgorod region, reflecting its motivational profile, the
nature of engagement, and the degree to which the population's expectations of
volunteerism are realized.
